As informed to you earlier, the students of Grade VI, VII & VIII who have opted for Face to Face / Hybrid
classes will attend school from Monday, 4" October 2021. Timing: 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. The students
will be accommodated in Block 5. The students will be divided into two batches. The day, date and room
numbers of the Face to Face classes of your ward will be informed to you by the class teacher.

The transport details for the students who have opted for school transport will be forwarded to you by the
class teacher on 30" September 2021.

Parents who have opted for Face to Face / Hybrid classes for their ward and require school transport, but
have not yet submitted the transport details to the class teacher or transport department (as informed earlier),
should come personally and hand over the same to the transport department tomorrow (30" September 2021)
between 7:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

We once again remind the parents of the following students whose details may be incorrect or not
mentioned (transport details available with the class teacher) are required to come to school and fill in the
transport form and submit the same to the transport department.
1.. New Admission of 2020-2021 / New Admission of 2021-2022 who have not filled in the transport form
and submitted the same to the transport department.
2. Students who have changed their residence, hence their pickup point and bus number need to be updated.
3. Students who were using private transport but require school transport for Hybrid classes.

Please note the following:

e  All the students vaccinated or not vaccinated should carry a valid PCR test report (72 hours) on
the first day before entering the campus. ,

e  They should also send the soft copy of the PCR result to the respective class teacher.

e Students who have completed the vaccination should submit a copy of their vaccination card to the
respective class teacher onthe first day of the Hybrid class.

e All the students should wear mask, gloves and carry with them a small bottle of sanitizer.

e  Students should attend the classes in proper school uniform.

e  They should bring their own snacks, lunch and water which should not be shared with anybody.



e  Students should strictly follow the social distanciﬂ?g norms.

e  You are requested to update your ward with the latest Covid-19 protocols of the country which has to
be followed while in the school campus and the school bus.

e School bags and stationery should be sanitized every day. All notebooks and textbooks should
be put into a plastic bag and kept into the school bag while sanitizing. :
